Surrey County Council are also sending us some free apple 
trees around the same time so that we can create our very 
first school orchard. This will be such a fantastic learning 
resource for the children where they will be able to learn so 
much, including how fruit grows, how apples are pollinated 
and also the simple and joyful experience of picking apples 
from a tree!
